The Lord’s Supper

PASTOR: It is always good to give thanks to you, Heavenly Father, for Jesus our Savior
and all other blessings. In grace, you will preserve your Church to until the Last Day
when you will gather all your people and take us into glory. Therefore, with all the
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SAINTS on earth and hosts of heaven, we praise your holy name and join their
glorious song:
(Sanctus — Is. 6:3; Mt. 21:9)
(sung) O holy, holy, holy — Lord God of pow’r and might, (tune: CW 855)
Your glory, earth and heaven, in countless ways recite.
Hosanna! Come and save us, Lord God of hosts on high,
And in your grace and mercy — receive our fervent cry.

Jesus Words instituting his supper: Our Lord Jesus Christ, on the night he was betrayed,
took bread; and when he had given thanks, he broke it and gave it to his disciples,
saying, “Take and eat; this is my body, which is given for you. Do this in remembrance
of me.” Then he took the cup, gave thanks, and gave it to them, saying, “Drink from it,
all of you; this is my blood of the new covenant, which is poured out for you for the
forgiveness of sins. Do this, whenever you drink it, in remembrance of me.”

O Christ, Lamb of God, you take away the sins of the world — (Agnus Dei —Jn. 1:29)
